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	LESSON: Reality and Fiction


	LESSON OBJECTIVES:
To explore the differences between realistic portrayals of gun-related violence and a glamorised or sanitised ‘Hollywood’ version.


	STARTER:
Before listening to the audio clips (nurse and diary extracts), ask the students to think about the way TV and films portray gun violence and the effect gunshot wounds can have on the victims.


	INTRODUCTION:
Listen to the audio of the nurse talking about her experience.

She says people don’t realize that gunshot wounds can have a lifelong effect.

Ask the students to discuss what they think the lifelong effects might be. 


	DEVELOPMENT:
Listen to the audio extracts from the diary of a young man who has been shot
Ask the students to write their own diary extracts from the perspective of one of the young man’s immediate relatives (a parent or sibling).

How do they feel now that the life of someone they care about has been affected.


	PLENARY:
Get the students to read out and discuss the diary extracts they have written.
