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	LESSON: Experiences of bullying


	LESSON OBJECTIVES:

To discuss the role of image and stereotypes in bullying.

To consider the feelings a person being bullied might experience.



	STARTER:
Before playing the ‘Experiences of bullying’ clip ask pupils to think about John’s experiences of bullying. Ask pupils to think about how his experiences might compare to bullying incidents in schools today. Play the clip twice if necessary.


	INTRODUCTION:

Ask pupils to discuss, in small groups, how and why John was bullied. Ask pupils to note down 3 ways that John was bullied. What was it that made John ‘stick out like a sore thumb’? Are people still bullied for their haircut and what they wear?


	DEVELOPMENT:
Feedback on pupils’ responses. 

Ask pupils, in the same groups, to imagine they are John. 
It is a cold and wet November evening and having had his bus fare stolen John has to walk home. In his situation what would you be feeling? How would you be feeling about the people who stole the money? What would you be thinking of doing to try to stop it from happening again?


	PLENARY:
Ask some of the groups to present their thoughts to the rest of the class. You could ask the pupils to role-play John and act it out. Alternatively, you could ask the pupils to write a short story about John and the feelings he would be experiencing.
